Curriculum Overview (Class 8) – 2025-2026
The Curriculum in Class 8 and 9 must be viewed developmentally. Each child will access a modified curriculum based on their specific needs. Planning and provision will encompass EHCP recommendations, as well as those from other agencies (such as Educational Psychologists and Speech and Language Therapists).  They will work with adults to investigate and discover the answers to questions that are appropriate to their level of understanding. 	PSHE
Children complete a range of lessons around Zones of Regulation, the LORIC characters (leadership, organisation, resilience, initiative, communication), Lucinda and Godfrey (Sex and Relationships), social skills and THRIVE. These are also paired with key weekly/daily events where appropriate (e.g. My Money Week, Online Safety, road safety). The lessons are chosen to meet the specific requirements and needs of the children at that time.
